6. The Disciplines of the Disciple
There is no discipleship without discipline.
The things that take diligence, perseverance and patience:
a) Prayer (Matt 6:1-18; Lu 11:1-133, 18:1-14)
b) Fasting (Matt 6:16-18; Matt 17:21; Lu 5:33-39. Cf. Acts 13:1-3; 14:23)
¢) Worship (Jn 4:19-26; Matt 11:25-27; Jn 17:1-5; Lu 10:25-28; cf. Ps 95-100)
d) Scripture (Jn 8:31-41, 15:3,7; Matt 4:1-11;7:24-29; Lu 4:14-21;24:44-45)
e) Witnessing (Lu 24:36-53; Acts 1:8)
